School Calendar-

Sign-in/sign-out procedure-

Staff for the year – 

We are very excited about the following staff changes this year.  In Second grade, our enrollment has grown, therefore we have moved one of our First Grade teachers, Mrs. McNish to our Second grade team. 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First Day Procedures
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Sign in and out  - We ask parents to please sign their child in and out each day.  Binders can be found in the multi the first day of school.  That afternoon and thereafter, you will find the classroom binders in front of the office.
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Parking guidelines  -  Parents are to park in the parking lot when visiting our school.  We ask that you enter through the “in” driveway and exit through the “out” driveway.  It is also always important to drive slowly and watch out for children when driving through our lot.  Our school does not have an express drop off lane because we require parents to come into our campus to sign their child in.  Finally, please do not park in our Bus Loading Zone!  
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Gates  - Please enter our school through the gate by the office only.  All other gates facing the parking lot will remain closed throughout the day.
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Emergency Information Forms – All students NEED to have a new yellow identification form.  Please turn your forms into the office on or before the first          day of school.  Avoid the lines…return all enrollment information the week of August 15th –19th . 
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School Handbook – A parent information handbook will be given to you during the first week of school.  Please be sure to read all the information carefully with your child.  Once you have read the handbook, sign and return the information sheet stating that you have done so. 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One last reminder – On the first day of school, it is important that the teachers have an opportunity to quickly establish classroom routines with their students.  Therefore, we ask that you do not stay in the classrooms once school has commenced.  This procedure will help teachers institute a proper instructional tone for the rest of the year.  Thank you!    *Please be advised that school begins promptly at 8:30 p.m.  A one week grace period will be given to late arriving students.  After this time, school procedures regarding late arrivals will be enforced.

Dear Parents,

State regulations require that schools have information on file that show all enrolled students are up-to-date with nationally recommended preventive health services.  This information ensures that your child is protected from infectious diseases that can be prevented by immunization and that they have had the tests to find any problems that may interfere with learning.  We must have the following health and immunization form from your student’s physician or certified pediatric nurse practitioner before school begins on August 29th.  

Before you give the form to your child’s usual source of health care, you should complete the information you already know; name, birth date, address, etc.  A licensed physician or certified pediatric nurse practitioner must sign the form that documents that that your student has received the recommended services.  All parts of the form must be completed and be legible.  Forms must be returned to us in person, or they can be mailed or faxed to our office.

Also, California now requires children entering school for the first time either in Kindergarten or First Grade to present proof of an oral health assessment.  For students who already see a dentist and have a dental home, compliance will be as simple as calling the office and requesting that the dentist fill out and return the data collection form.  Parents have until the beginning of the school year to return the State’s form on their student’s oral health exam.  Forms may also be mailed or faxed.

Should you have any questions about either health form, do not hesitate to call our office. Remember…both forms are required for first time school entry.  Please complete and return the forms by the first day of school on August 29th
